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UNJLC Logistics Snapshot
Vehicle Registration and Obtaining NGO License Plates 

Southern Sudan

Overview 
This snapshot provides a step-by-step guideline on the process of registering a vehicle and obtaining NGO plates in Southern Sudan.  These steps follow the in country purchase or importation of the vehicle.  For information on how to import and clear a vehicle, please refer to the UNJLC Website: http://unjlc.org/sudan/customs/ – (South Sudan Customs: Item 11) Vehicle importations for SSRRC registered INGOs.

Step 1:
After all exemption procedures are complete, the NGO must send a letter of request to the office of the Ministry of Regional Cooperation (MRC), including all required documentation for the vehicle.  The required documentation includes an insurance certificate and a letter detailing the following vehicle specifics: type of the vehicle, model, make, engine number, chassis number, color, and capacity. (MRC is located in the general ministry area in Amarat)
Step 2:
The MRC will forward a letter to Dr. Daniel Wani, the Under-Secretary for the Ministry of Transport and Roads (MoTR).  Dr. Wani will designate the new plate number for the NGO.  No payment is made at this stage. 

Step 3:
Dr. Wani will send a letter with all the documentation to the Director General of MoTR, Mr. Lodu, for final approval.  Mr. Lodu will then send documented approval on to the Inspector of Vehicles, Mr. Simon Wani.

Step 4:
Mr. Simon Wani must inspect the vehicle(s).  If the vehicles are located outside of Juba, the NGO must arrange for the transport of the inspector to the field site.

Step 5:
Once the vehicle(s) has been inspected and approved as road-worthy and the MoTR has assigned plates/registration numbers, the NGO then applies in writing for a log-book from Mr. Lodu, the Director General of the MoTR.  Log-books are issued at a cost of 50SDG each.

Step 6:
Once all documents are approved and the plate number is assigned, the NGO must take the plate details to Bamping Modern Plates South Sudan Ltd, who make and fit the plates.  There is a fee of approximately 130SDG for the production of each plate. (Bamping Modern Plates South Sudan Ltd. is located in Juba town near the traffic police offices.)

TIMELINE: The process of registering a vehicle and obtaining license plates takes approximately one week to complete, discounting the travel time of the inspector if the vehicles are located outside of Juba.  With questions please contact Mr. Simon Wani 0914508698 (Inspector of vehicles).
