· Cognizant of the consequence of instability and destruction of properties that has been mutually inflicted upon our own communities;

· Conscious of the expectations of the Peoples of South Sudan that we should set examples of stability, solidarity, good neighbourliness and support to our beloved Son Salva Kiir Mayardit in his leadership of our struggle to its logical conclusion;

· Recalling the long history of self respect, identity of esteem, sombreness, respect of lives, fraternity and compassion that augment and brace us as one family blessed by Nhialic and the Living Souls of our Ancestors and our beloved soils;

· Inspired by the prayers by His Lordship Rudolph Deng Majak and plea and joint washing of our hands with blessed water in a white bowl by Mama Ayen Parek, widow of Great Martyr William Deng Nhial and Mama Nyandeng Garang de Mabior, widow of our Founding Father John Garang de Mabior;

· Encouraged by the desire of the Peoples of Warrap State, led by our son H.E. Tor Deng Mawein, Governor of Warrap State, who urged and pleaded to us to mutually forgive ourselves and to forsake any compensation for any loss of lives and property;

· Mindful of the amount of value destroyed and mutually inflicted losses of lives and devastation of our resources that cannot be possibly compensated. We should commit ourselves to timely bring a durable end to this senseless vicious self-destruction and impediment of our development. That will depict us wise people of wisdom with common providence and destiny;

· We the delegate Chiefs of Apuk Giir, Aguok Muon Aken and Kuac Ayok who are attending the State Council of Traditional Authority Leaders of Warrap State. After having been cleansed by biting of bamboo and testing of sacred sacrificed blood, blessed by Spiritual leader Deng Malek Agei and water sprinkled by Chief Chikom Ayii Chikom, hereby declare following candid and cordial Covenant, witnessed by all the conferees led by H.E. Salva Kiir Mayardit, President of Government of South Sudan, fully and definitively commit ourselves to end all forms of hostilities amongst our communities :

1. Mutually concur to forsake all claims to losses of lives, stolen and looted cattle and property destroyed;

2. Reciprocally agreed not to take revenge for any loss of lives, cattle or destruction of properties;

3. Ensure freedom of movement of peoples and properties between and amongst our hospitable communities with kinship and intermarriage;
4. Jointly commit ourselves with help and support from State Authorities and Peace Loving institutions and individual to inform our people to implement and adhere to this Historic Covenant;

5. Mutually empower and to entrust our Traditional Authority to immediately implement this Covenant and seek cooperation and support of Warrap State authorities, ensure that whoever violates this Covenant shall bear the consequences and shall be punished severely by Nhialic and the living souls of our Ancestors and full force of the Law.
